Article 1 National Central University (hereafter referred to as the University) has

established the Regulations of Governing Scholarship for Excellent

Students (hereafter referred to as the Regulations) to encourage students

with outstanding and extraordinary achievements or with enthusiasms in

public services and affairs.

The University Scholarship
Executive Committee will review the applicants’ documents and announce
the list of the scholarship recipients.
Article 8 The Regulations are implemented upon approval of the Student Affairs

Meeting. All amendments are made following the same procedure.
